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What should my child expect from immediate remote education in the first day or two of pupils being sent home?
Your child will receive a work pack including English and Maths books to complete and an exercise book for written work. First links will be made between teacher and home via Class Dojo and this will be used as a communication tool. All parents have received login details for Collins reading and Numbots.

Following the first few days of remote education, will my child be taught broadly the same curriculum as they would if they were in school?
We teach the same curriculum remotely as we do in school wherever possible and appropriate. However, we have needed to make some adaptations in some subjects. For example, as we do not feel live teaching is appropriate for the age of our children we do not provide this option, some areas of the curriculum will be changed for remote learning. The availability of teaching resources such as manipulatives in maths, geography/history artifacts and art materials for use in creative subjects may also change the planned curriculum for remote learning.
We do however, endeavor to keep our remote curriculum broadly in-line with our planned curriculum to allow the children achieve and ready then for the next steps in their education.


Remote teaching and study time each day
How long can I expect work set by the school to take my child each day?
We expect that remote education (including remote teaching and independent work) will take pupils broadly the following number of hours each day:
	Primary school-aged pupils
	The expectation for Primary school pupils is 3 hours on average across the cohort. This is the age range 4-11 years. Our Infant children will receive between 2-3 hours depending on the year group.
Reception - 2hours
KS1- up to 3hours



Accessing remote education
How will my child access any online remote education you are providing?
Class Dojo will be used as a communication tool between home and school/class teacher and online platforms will be used alongside planning which is available on the school website. Links to particular learning resources to support learning, which would be used in the classroom, will be made available on the class web pages and shared via Class Dojo messenger.
Ability set reading books would continue to be set online using the children’s Collins login to which all have access to. The number of books set would rise from one per week to two in order to compensate for the lack of Friday reading books which would usually be sent home. Children would also have access to Collins Connect e-readers which allows parents to select ability appropriate e-books for children to read with comprehension sheets to complete.
Children will also have continued access to Numbots using their personal login to embed fluidity of essential number skills. Again, class teachers will communicate via Class Dojo and class web pages to share specific learning intentional and ability based maths work.
 


If my child does not have digital or online access at home, how will you support them to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils may not have suitable online access at home. We take the following approaches to support those pupils to access remote education:
Any children who are eligible for tablets/laptops will have such equipment provided for them as soon as possible to allow them to access remote learning. Currently Infant schools are not eligible for equipment from the DfE scheme. We do however have a supply of sim cards with data allowance and these can be given to families to access home learning.
Parents/Carers who have limited access to internet services have been identified and plans have been drawn up to provide additional support if needed. If any parents/carers do not have sufficient internet access when isolating, they should contact the school office immediately for provision to be made if possible.  If internet provision is not possible then alternative arrangements will be made. For example, work will be printed off and sent via post for children to complete along with reading books and related homework.
Class Dojo and online platforms will be used to submit work but where a child has limited or no access to internet services, work can be sent via post to school and conversations regarding engagement and attainment will be helpful via telephone where possible.



How will my child be taught remotely?
We use a combination of the following approaches to teach pupils remotely:
· Class Dojo and web pages will be used to communicate remote curriculum to parents/carers. Learning intentions, ability based work and links will be shared.
· recorded teaching (e.g.  White Rose Maths, Oak National Academy lessons, Letters and Sounds lessons) will be used to support teaching and learning.
· printed paper packs produced by teachers (e.g. Worksheets) will be used to provide children with ability specific work to support the usual curriculum.
· commercial workbooks sent home for use in the first instance of isolation will also be used to support children’s learning.
· commercially available websites supporting the teaching of specific subjects or areas, including video clips or sequences will be used. For example- Phonics Play, BBC Bitesize 


Engagement and feedback
What are your expectations for my child’s engagement and the support that we as parents and carers should provide at home?
We expect the children at home [either isolating or because of partial school closure] to engage in online learning with support from parents/carers and adults at home, due to the age of our children. We understand that many parents/carers and adults will still be expected to work from home during this time. For this reason, whilst it is expected that children are engaged in work at home with appropriate support, we also appreciate that the amount of support available might differ from family to family depending on circumstances. This will have an impact on the expectations for the amount of work and curriculum covered by individuals.
It is expected that most parents/carers will support children to complete work set daily and will communicate daily via Class Dojo.
In all cases, class teachers will communicate with all parents/carers to understand the circumstances at home and curriculum engagement. Appropriate support will also be offered where needed and practical if engagement is lacking or there are any concerns regarding remote learning. Senior Leadership Team and Safeguarding Officers will be involved in any decision making processes involved in providing extra support.


How will you check whether my child is engaging with their work and how will I be informed if there are concerns?
Children’s work will be assessed using online platforms such as Numbots and Collins to keep track of scores and reading books that have been allocated and read. Again, Class Dojo will be the main avenue of submitting and assessing work. Parents will be encouraged to take and submit photographs of children’s work and videos of children reading books. This information alongside the open communication via Class Dojo with parent/carers and adults at home will help school/class teachers form an overall assessment of engagement and attainment. This information will be used to support future remote learning tasks set
It is expected that most parents will communicate daily during this period and submit work as and when completed, with feedback being given as quickly as possible within school hours. Again, any parents/carers who do not engage in submitting work to school/class teachers will be contacted via Class Dojo or telephone to discuss this matter personally to see what support can be put in place.


How will you assess my child’s work and progress?
Feedback can take many forms and may not always mean extensive written comments for individual children. For example, whole-class feedback or quizzes marked automatically via digital platforms are also valid and effective methods, amongst many others. Our approach to feeding back on pupil work is as follows:

Every Friday the teachers will upload an overview of the following week’s learning activities and focus. This is to inform parents/carers and to support families with balancing home learning requirements for the week ahead.

When pupils complete learning activities they can be uploaded via Class Dojo to the teacher. The teacher will then digitally mark the work and give a feedback comment. A challenge extension activity can then be set, when appropriate.

If school has no contact or work submitted for a pupil the school will telephone parents to offer support and guidance.

The teachers will use the assessment of completed activities to produce planning for the next sequence of work. They will adjust the pace and difficulty of what is being taught in response to this assessment.




Additional support for pupils with particular needs
How will you work with me to help my child who needs additional support from adults at home to access remote education?
We recognise that some pupils, for example some pupils with special educational needs and disabilities (SEND), may not be able to access remote education without support from adults at home. We acknowledge the difficulties this may place on families, and we will work with parents and carers to support those pupils in the following ways:
Children with SEND will need support to access remote education at home. This is the position with all children in our school, due to their age. We aim to provide support to all children and families to ensure that curriculum engagement is good and is tailored to ability groups where possible and practical. Communication will be available for all families via Class Dojo and telephone where this is not possible.
The children who are on the SEND register will have access to IEPs which provide detailed information and target which have been agreed by class teachers, parents and SENDCo. If any extra support is required then these parents/carers can contact their SENDCo via SEND Dojo. The appropriate Key Stage SENDCo will be available to offer specific advice and support if requested.


Remote education for self-isolating pupils
Where individual pupils need to self-isolate but the majority of their peer group remains in school, how remote education is provided will likely differ from the approach for whole groups. This is due to the challenges of teaching pupils both at home and in school.
If my child is not in school because they are self-isolating, how will their remote education differ from the approaches described above? 
Individuals who are self-isolating will be sent work to their house in the post. Work for reading, writing and maths will be printed off by class teachers and matched to ability where possible. Work will also match the curriculum being taught in school where applicable to give isolating children the same chances and opportunities as those children in school.
Class web pages are updated weekly with activity planning grids so parents/carers know what is being taught in school in each topic so work in other areas of the curriculum can be taught whilst self-isolating. Links to online resources being used will be listed on class web pages to support remote learning.
Phone calls will be made to check on child well-being and engagement during a self-isolating period as Class Dojo will not be used in these circumstances. Parent/carers may choose to send photographs and videos of children’s work/reading via e-mail to their class teacher.
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
