Counting repeated groups of the same size


2’s, 5’s and 10’s


Rapid recall of 1 more and 1 less within 20


Adding and subtracting single digit numbers within 20

Develop rapid recall of number bonds to 10 eg 5+5, 6+4


Rapid recall of doubles to 2 eg double 2 is 4, double 6 is 12


Develop concept of halving numbers – link to doubles


Develop concept of sharing with objects


Capacity – language – full/empty/nearly full/nearly empty


Estimating capacity and checking – eg how many cups fill the bucket
